Introduction

In 2014 the Prague Process celebrates its first im-
portant anniversary: already five years have passed
since its establishment and the adoption of the
“Building Migration Partnerships” Joint Declara-
tion at the 1% Ministerial Conference organised in
Prague in April 2009 and hosted by the Czech Presi-
dency of the Council of the European Union.

The fifty Prague Process participating states can
now jointly look back into the past, take stock of the
achievements reached, and reflect on the lessons
learnt while discussing the future of the Prague Pro-
cess.

This Senior Officials’ Meeting (SOM) represents the
accurate platform to undertake such an exercise.
The 3 Ministerial Conference is now foreseen to
take place in 2016, hence the participating states
have two years to discuss the further direction
of the Prague Process. The ground for its future
work is to be presented to the Ministers for their
endorsement in 2016 in order to set the priori-
ties for cooperation after the current Prague Pro-
cess Action Plan 2012-2016 has expired. A series
of regular SOMs, initiated in Berlin, shall path the
way to the 3 Ministerial Conference: in the course
of these meetings the evaluation of the implemen-
tation of the Action Plan 2012-2016 shall be car-
ried out and a way forward for the coming years
proposed, agreed and materialised in the form of
a document to be adopted by the Ministersin 2016.

This Discussion paper looks into the past and the
present and outlines the options for the future of
the Prague Process. It also raises several questions
for discussion among the Senior Officials. These
questions represent an initial step in the prepara-
tion process of the 3 Ministerial Conference.

Where did we start?

On 27-28 April 2009 the 1=t Ministerial Conference
of the Prague Process took place in Prague un-
der the title “Building Migration Partnerships”. The
Ministers holding main responsibility in migration
management from the European Union, Norway,
Iceland and Switzerland, Western Balkan States,
the Commonwealth of Independent States, Geor-
gia and Turkey, together with representatives of the
European Union institutions and agencies as well as
international organisations dealing with migration
and asylum issues were invited to take part in the
Conference. The Ministers agreed to cooperate on
migration through a comprehensive, balanced and
pragmatic approach that respects the human rights
of migrants and their family members, as well as of
refugees. Specifically, the adopted Joint Declaration
established the following five areas as the basis for
cooperation:
e preventing and fighting illegal migration;
e integration of legally residing migrants;
e readmission, voluntary return and sustainable
reintegration;
e migration, mobility and development;
¢ legal migration with a special emphasis on la-
bour migration.

The results of the 15t Ministerial Conference sup-
ported the joint implementation of the Global
Approach to Migration to the Eastern and South-
Eastern regions neighbouring the European Union.
This EU policy, launched by the European Council
conclusions in 2005, aims at integrating migration
issues into EU external relations and strengthening

the co-operation and genuine dialogue on migra-
tion. One of the aims of the Prague Process was
therefore to support building partnerships on mi-
gration issues between the participating states, in
line with this EU policy.

The Conference was organised at a time when the
two enlargement rounds of 2004 and 2007 had
brought the European Union and its Eastern and
South-Eastern neighbours closer together. The en-
largement process went along with a gradual har-
monisation of asylum and migration policies within
the EU. In parallel, the Eastern and South-Eastern
neighbours made significant progress in aligning
their migration management and control systems
with EU standards and in creating their own mech-
anisms for cooperation in the region. These pro-
cesses represent an excellent basis for further en-
hancing the cooperation in migration management
between the European Union and its Eastern and
South-Eastern neighbours in order to ensure that
they mutually benefit from increased exchange and
mobility between them, and develop the means to
meet the related challenges.

Implementation of the BMP Joint Declaration
was supported by the project “Building Mi-
gration Partnerships - A platform for apply-
ing the Global Approach to Migration to the
Eastern and South-Eastern Regions Neigh-
bouring the European Union” (BMP), devel-
oped jointly by the Czech Republic, Hungary,
Poland, Romania and Slovakia with support
of ICMPD and funding from the European
Commission. The project was implemented
in May 2009 - June 2011 with a budget of
1434 422 EUR. It resulted in the establish-
ment of the so-called Knowledge Base, vari-
ous workshops and Senior Officials’ Meet-

BMP. The Knowledge Base generated a set
of Extended Migration Profiles, based on
the template prepared by the European
Commission. The interactive online map -
i-Map - was developed to ensure access
to the available information for all Prague
Process participating states (available at
www.imap-migration.org). Additionally, with
the aim to support the development of the
i-Map towards the East, the Ministry of In-
terior of the Republic of Poland funded the
project “Support to development of I-Map
Eastern Migration Route” implemented by
ICMPD between December 2008 and June
2011 with a budget of 90 000 EUR.

After the end of the BMP project the five
leading states under the leadership of the
Czech Republic launched the project “The
Prague Process: continuation of the Build-
ing Migration Partnerships dialogue” (BMP
Transitional), which was implemented by 1C-
MPD with a budget of 258 000 EUR in the
period June 2011 - July 2012. The objective
of the project was to formulate the Action
Plan for the implementation of the BMP Joint
Declaration and to translate the Action Plan
priorities into a concrete project. Moreover,
the PP i-Map was transferred into a new
platform, updated and complemented with
a new database for comparison of standard-
ised data.

On 4 November 2011 the 2nd Ministerial Confer-
ence of the Prague Process called “Building Migra-
tion Partnerships in Action” took place in Poznan,
in the framework of the Polish Presidency of the
Council of the European Union. During the Confer-
ence the Prague Process Action Plan 2012-2016
was adopted by the Ministers of the Prague Process
participating states. The document outlines 22 con-
crete activities in 6 thematic areas to be implement-
ed during that period. The preparatory meetings for
the Action Plan resulted in extending the thematic
scope of the Process's agenda to the area of asylum
and international protection, which evolved into an
independent area of further cooperation.

Where are we now?

Today, the Prague Process is widely known and rec-
ognised as a well-established regional process on
migration.

The European Commission in its communication’
on the Global Approach to Migration and Mobility of
18 November 2011 considers the Prague Process
to be the priority migration dialogue towards the
East. On the side of non-EU partners, the Prague
Process has been, among others, discussed and
recognised by the Council of Heads of Migration
Services of the Commonwealth of Independent
States: many member states of the Council report-
ed during its meeting in Minsk in November 2013
about the successful and fruitful cooperation within
the Prague Process. On the global level, the Prague
Process has joined the family of the Regional Con-
sultative Processes and participated in the Fourth
Global Meeting of Chairs and Secretariats of Re-
gional Consultative Processes on Migration (RCPs)
“Defining the Place of RCPs in a Changing Interna-
tional Migration Landscape”, which took place in
Lima, Peru, on 22-23 May 2013. The results of the
meeting were channelled to the High-level dialogue
on international migration and development meet-
ing in New York in October 2013.

The Prague Process is one of the EU key regional
processes for Global Approach to Migration and Mo-
bility, which is an overarching framework of the ex-
ternal dimension EU migration policy. Thus, Prague
Process is an important platform for strengthened

cooperation between the participating EU and non-
EU partner countries regarding Eastern and South-
Eastern dimension of cooperation. It is conducted
by the ministries responsible for migration and cur-
rently led by Poland.

In practice the Prague Process is based on: (i) policy
dialogue at ministerial level; (i) policy development
at expert level and (iii) the implementation of con-
crete initiatives in the framework of its Declaration
and the Action Plan. This approach ensures that
the political dialogue does not decouple from the
practical experience gained while “working on the
ground”. It also guarantees that the findings of con-
crete projects do not get lost but are translated into
general guidelines and concepts that are available
for all Prague Process participating states. Moreo-
ver, the implementation of the Prague Process and
its activities is carried out through the voluntary
participation of states in meetings of rather infor-
mal nature where the drawn conclusions or decla-
rations have a non-binding character.

From August 2012 to January 2016, Poland
and six other leading states - the Czech Re-
public, Germany, Hungary, Romania, Slova-
kia and Sweden - have been implementing
the EU-funded initiative “Support for the Im-
plementation of the Prague Process and its
Action Plan”, also known as the Prague Pro-

Aiming to en-
hance cooperation in the area of migration
and asylum between the participating states
through the implementation of the Process
and its Action Plan 2012-2016, it focuses
on three main specific objectives. First ob-
jective is to ensure a continued expert-level
dialogue and targeted information exchange
among its participating states (through,
among others, organisation of yearly Senior
Officials’ and National Contact Points meet-
ings). Maintaining, updating and improving
the BMP Knowledge Base through the gath-
ering of information in the form of Migra-
tion Profiles for countries in Eastern Europe,
Southern Caucasus, Central Asia and Russia
constitute the second main objective of PP
TI. Finally, projects within the framework of
PP TI, including four concrete Pilot Projects
on lllegal Migration, Legal Migration, Migra-
tion and Development as well as Asylum and
International Protection, have been imple-
mented with three more Pilot Projects to be
implemented in November 2014 - Decem-
ber 2015.

Moreover, two additional projects are being
sponsored by the EU and executed under
the Prague Process umbrella. The first one,
the "European-Russian Integration Stand-
ards” (ERIS), is led by the Czech Republic, the
Russian Federation and Austria contributes
to the further development of migration
management systems in the area of integra-
tion of legally residing immigrants. The sec-
ond, “Eastern Partnership cooperation in the
fight against irregular migration - Supporting
the implementation of the Prague Process
Action Plan” (EaP - SIPPAP) is led by Hungary
and contributes to strategic and operation-
al cooperation in the EaP region regarding
the prevention of cross-border crimes with
a special focus on irregular migration.

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Where are we heading?

The current Prague Process Action Plan expires in
2016. Consequently, it is in the hands of the par-
ticipating states and the European Commission to
define the direction of the Prague Process in the
coming years. The discussion on the future of the
Prague Process should recognize the development
of the European Union’s comprehensive approach
to migration policy as defined in the Global Ap-
proach to Migration and Mobility.

The Prague Process has also evolved over the last
five years. For instance, during the 2™ Ministerial
Conference held in Poznan in 2011 the Ministers
of the Prague Process participating states decided
to broaden the cooperation and extend the the-
matic scope of the Process's agenda to the area of
asylum and international protection. Moreover, as
the EU policy has evolved, mobility has started to
gain more attention as well but this change has not
been reflected in the programme documents of the
Prague Process yet.

In 2013/2014 the Prague Process Secretariat car-
ried out a questionnaire to test whether the States’
preferences regarding areas for cooperation have
changed. Thirty one out of fifty Prague Process
countries have responded to the questionnaire
(62% of all participating states), including 13 non-
EU countries and 18 EU MS or Schengen Area
countries. The results of the questionnaire have
indicated that the main priority topic for coopera-
tion for the Prague Process participating states are
(i) preventing and fighting illegal migration, (i) pro-
moting readmission, voluntary return and sustain-
able reintegration; and (iii) asylum and international
protection. The above mentioned priorities, are
complimented by the priority of migration and mo-
bility in the context of impact on development. All
together they reflect the 4 thematic pillars of Global
Approach to Migration and Mobility.

The geopolitical environment, in which the regional
migration is embedded, might have changed over
the last five years, but it seems that most of the
related challenges have remained the same: How
can we foster mobility of labour force while avoid-
ing irregular migration and illegal foreign employ-
ment? How can we better integrate migrant popu-
lations to provide them with the means to succeed
in host societies while avoiding tensions with the
domestic population? How can we better cooper-
ate to ensure the return of migrants who do not
or do no longer fulfil the legal requirements to stay
on the territory of host countries? How can we lift
travel restrictions while effectively tackling criminal
networks of human smugglers and traffickers in
human beings? How can we formulate our migra-
tion policies to ensure that they better contribute
to economic, political and social development in
countries of origin, transit and destination? And last
but not least, how can we better cooperate with
other state and non-state actors to make migration
policies more comprehensive and better suited to
meet all migration-related challenges? The discus-
sion starts with the Senior Official Meeting in Octo-
ber 2014 and will be concluded in 2016 before the
3" Ministerial Conference.

One of the most important questions regarding the
future of the Prague Process would therefore be
whether to deepen or broaden the cooperation, or
to decide to do both. The SOM is thus invited to
discuss the following two scenarios:

What will be the SOM proposal to Minis-
ters with regard to the coming years of
the Prague Process?

Option 1: Most of the tasks from the Prague
Process Action Plan 2012-2016 have been
finalised or implemented and there is a need
for a new Action Plan, which could encom-
pass years 2017-2021 (5 years). Thereupon,
SOM should prepare a document describing
new areas of cooperation and listing new
specific activities to be implemented during
the agreed reference period. The document
should be endorsed by the Ministers at the
3rd Ministerial Conference.

Option 2: Most of the priorities provided by
the Prague Process Action Plan 2012-2016
have been addressed but the participating
states express the will to deepen and/or
broaden the cooperation due to the chang-
ing migratory situation across them. The
Prague Process Action Plan for the coming
period of five years should be verified in or-
der to fill the gaps (if any) and determine the
priorities and specific activities to be imple-
mented during the next reference period.
Consequently, SOM should analyse the cur-
rent Prague Process Action Plan 2012-2016,
verify the priorities and specific actions listed
therein and on the basis of this exercise pre-
pare a text of a document to be endorsed
by the Ministers at the 3rd Ministerial Con-
ference.
